APHP Senior Year Options

As an APHP student, you may take up to 4 MPH (PUB HLTH) classes during your senior year and use them toward your MPH graduation requirements. This in no way changes the requirement that you have 3 quarters of full-time enrollment in the MPH program during your “plus one” year. 

Classes that are specifically recommended for APHP students include some of the core courses required of all MPH students, and some winter and spring offerings that might be of particular interest.

Note: APHP students wishing to take winter quarter off or to complete their Applied Practice Experience (APEx) abroad during the “plus one” year must take PUB HLTH 420 in winter quarter of their senior year.
